Subject: Compliance of Hon’ble Supreme Court’s order dated 13.08.22020 passed in the
matter of W.P (C) No. 13029 of 1985, M.C. Mehta V/s Union of India.

Sir/Madam,

Please refer to the Hon’ble Supreme Court's order dated 13.08.2020 (copy enclosed)
passed in the matter of W.P (C) No. 13029 of 1985, M.C. Mehta V/s Union of India. Hon’ble
Supreme Court vide order dated 13.08.2020 has passed following orders with regard to
registration of BS-IV vehicles:-

“Considered the rival arguments. The lockdown was imposed from 25.03.2020.

The sales data has been furnished for the lockdown period by FADA and Non-FADA
Members for the period with effect from 15.03.2020. There are unusually a large
number of transactions, which had taken place during the lockdown period inter se
dealers, which cannot be recognised for the purpose of actual sales and registration.
We disallow the registration on the basis of such kind of transactions inter se dealers.
As they are not sales to the customers and registration of these kinds of vehicles
cannot be allowed, there is a ploy to misuse of the order and such vehicles cannot be
permitted to be sold in market now. They are not genuine transactions of the sale to
the customers. Hence, no registration of such kind of vehicles shall be made, which
were sold inter se dealers during the lockdown period.

Apart from that, there are large number of vehicles, sales of which were not
uploaded on E-Vaahan Portal. Since, sales were not uploaded, as required, the
transactions cannot be recognised as genuine sales. The order passed by this Court on
24.10.2018 is clear that sale and registration of BS-IV vehicles shall not be allowed
after 31.03.2020. We cannot allow the registration of such vehicles, sales of which
were not uploaded on E-Vaahan Portal of the Central Government or the portal of
the concerned State Government.

There are still stated to be a large number of sales which have been made and
uploaded on the E-Vaahan Portal, even temporary registrations were made. Their
registration during the lockdown period could not be made. Hence, we allow
registration of such vehicles only which could not be registered during lockdown in
the month of March, 2020 and for no other reason. However, the position of Delhi

and NCR is different.

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Q-

We clarify our order dated 27.03.2020 to the effect that no registration of BS-
IV vehicles is to be made in Delhi and NCR as people are suffering from severe air
pollution and the order passed by this Court in 2018 was clear. No vehicle of BS-IV in
Delhi and NCR to be registered. We order that in the Delhi and NCR, no registration
of the vehicles of BS-IV is to be made after 31.03.2020. This order is for the rest of
the country and only due to lockdown, not to be used for any other purpose/reason

and for registration of other vehicles of which registration was not done for any
other reason.

I invited your attention to the references cited.

As per the orders of the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India and
advisory note from the MoRTH, New Delhi in the reference 1%t and 2™
cited, the registration process of BS-IV vehicles needs to be opened up
in Vahan 4 subject to compliance of the Court instructions/restrictions.

In the reference 3™ cited NIC has been instructed to allow in
Vahan 4 for verification, approval, and subsequent process of
registration of the  BS-IV vehicles already entered in Vahan 4 having
purchase date up to March 31, 2020 and for which Tax and fees have
already been paid. NIC has also been instructed to allow for permanent
registration process for the BS-IV vehicles for which temporary
registration process has already been completed.

In addition, the DDG @HoD, Transport MMP project, NIC has
stated that the registration authorities will verify and approve each case
in compliance of the Court instructions as system cannot ensure the
same. He also stated that if any State wants to put additional checks
and restrictions OR wants to provide more relaxations for other cases
the same may be communicated in writing for necessary
implementation in the software.

Further, in the reference 6" cited, Hon’ble High Court of Madras
Madurai Bench Order dated:31.03.2021 in W.P.(M.D)Nos.5846, 5848,
5865, 5877 & 5869 of 2021 stated as follows:

“7. All that the Hon'ble Supreme Court had laid down
was that if a genuine sale transaction had actually taken place
before 31.03.2020 and the details have been uploaded in
E-Vahan Portal of the Central Government, their
registration cannot be denied. Therefore, the Transport
Commissioner ought not to have introduced an additional
requirement that tax and fees also should have already been
paid. Likewise, Section 44 of Motor Vehicle Act, 1988 states
that the vehicle has to be produced only at the time of
registration. There is no need to  produce the vehicle in
advance.
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8. The petitioner's counsel states that as and when the
registration formalities takes place, the petitioners are at
liberty to produce the vehicle in question and tax is to be paid
only at the time of registration.

9. Therefore, these writ petitions are disposed of with
the following
directions:-

(a) The respective purchasers of the petition mentioned
vehicle shall produce the vehicle before the jurisdictional RTO
and also to pay the life tax and other statutory dues.

(b) The purchasers will also produce the materials to show
that the sales had taken place on or before 31.03.2020 and
that the sale details have also been uploaded in E- Vaahan
Portal of the Central Government. The jurisdictional RTO will
verify the same and if the facts turn out to be
correct, shall accept the tax and fee and also register the
vehicles.

(c) If the authority is of the view that the sale is not genuine,
then, they will pass order to that effect and serve the same on
the dealer/purchaser. In such an event, it would be open to
the aggrieved party to question the same in the manner
known to law.

(d) The jurisdictional RTO will confine his enquiry to whether
the sale had actually taken place before 31.03.2020 and if it
had been uploaded in E-Vahaan Portal or not. It is not open to
RTO to deny the registration on the ground that tax and fees
had not been already paid. No costs.”

In this regard, SIO, NIC is requested to enable the following
additional provision in Vahan-4 for registration of BS 1V vehicles.

1. The BS-IV vehicles already entered in Vahan 4 having purchase
date up to March 31, 2020 and for which Tax and Fees have not been
paid will be opened up for verification, approval and subsequent process
by the concerned authorities.

2. The BS-IV vehicles for which temporary registration already
done in Vahan version-1 but not permanent registration made, may be
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updated in Vahan version-4 so that those BS-1V vehicles will be allowed
for permanent registration process.

sopevers T i stated by Mr. K.V. Vishwanathan, learned senior counsel
E&iﬂﬁéaring on behalf of the applicant/Federation of Automobile
Dealers Association that 1,05,000 two-wheelers, 2250 passenger cars

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and 2000 commercial vehicles are there which have been sold but not
registered through out India. Unsold vehicles are stated to be
7,00,000 two wheelers, 15,000 passenger cars and 12,000 commercial
vehicles.

with the consent of Mr. A.N.S. Nadkarni, learned Additional
Solicitor General and Mr. K.V. Vishwanathan, learned senior
counsel, it is ordered that sold vehicles be registered by the
concerned authorities by 30.04.2020. However, at the same time we
direct the applicant to furnish details of the purchasers, on
affidavit, of the aforesaid vehicles through e-mail, within seven
days from today. Details of registration shall also be furnished to
this Court.

With respect to unsold vehicles as the manufacturer should
have been ready because of deadline set for BS-VI compliant
vehicles, there is no justification to extend the time which was
fixed long time ago. This is not something new which has occurred,
it would be further injurious and further burden on human health to
be caused by pollution of BS-IV vehicles when BS-VI vehicles are
supposed to be produced by the manufacturers well in advance
considering the deadline of 31°* March, 2020.

It is stated that there are 7,00,000 two-wheelers which are
unsold through out India with different dealers. Similarly,
passenger vehicles are 15,000 and commercial vehicles are 12,000.
In Delhi and NCR region, we are not allowing sale and registration
of these kind of vehicles any more. However, in the remaining part
of the country, due to the situation which has arisen due to lock-
down, it is ordered that not beyond 10% of the vehicles, except

2
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with the Dealers in Delhi and NCR region, are permitted to be sold
out of the aforesaid number of vehicles to make up the good of six
days which were available before the lock-down has been ordered in
the country. Details of the sale shall be furnished by the
applicant and there shall be no violation of the order passed by
this Court. Sales to be done within ten days of the lifting of the
lock-down operating in the concerned cities and not beyond it and
on an affidavit number of vehicles sold shall be stated by the
applicant/Federation of Automobile Dealers Association and only
those vehicles shall be permitted to be registered about which
affidavit is filed. If out of the vehicles which are permitted to
be sold some of them remain unsold then obviously there is no
question of any further extension of time for sale of these kind of
vehicles. Particulars shall be given on an affidavit with engine
and chassis numbers by the applicant/Federation of Automobile
Dealers Association of the sale of vehicles before the registration
is made, within seven days of the sale.

The application for impleadment is allowed to the extent of

intervention and these applications are accordingly, disposed of.
